


CLIENT FILE PREPARATION GUIDELINES 

Adobe Illustrator 
File preparation notes:

Supply fonts that are used and any other linked images. Or create fonts to
outlines (this will make changes difficult) but if you choose not to supply
the fonts please do this.

Do not leave stray points or artwork off the page. Please delete these unwanted areas. 
Also, please remove anything that is hidden from the page if not needed.

Have die line elements grouped, and off to a separate layer, set to overprint,
and coloured as a spot colour. 

Remove any colours not needed with the job.

Lorpon Labels will apply trapping to your file. Please do not trap your files prior to submission.

Resolution setting: Do not change from the defaults.

Avoid rasterizing in Illustrator. It can create colour problems.

Avoid complex paths. Programs like Adobe Streamline may create hundreds
of points to an object, which may create an outputting delay or problem.
Try to keep the object as simple as possible.
Create your paths in your linked files (e.g. photoshop), bringing into illustrator 
may cause complex paths and masking issues.

Blends and gradients: Gradients made in Illustrator must end in a minimum dot not 0%.
Gradients that come in will have a minimum dot applied on final output.

** Files with transparency features can be converted by Lorpon Labels to 
printable formats, but extra time and charges can be expected.**
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
